





County Government

Based on the priorities established by the County Executive and with the support of the
Erie County Legislature, Erie County government has placed a major emphasis on
developing the business of cultural tourism in Erie County and the Buffalo-Niagara
Region. The Erie County Office of Arts, Culture and Tourism (ACT) was established in
2001 and functions within the Erie County Planning Division. Its primary task is to guide
and provide oversight regarding Erie County’s approximate $9 million annual investment
in many of its most significant cultural resources.

The Planning Division administers the Erie County Community Development Block
Grant, and HOME Investment Partnership Consortiums. These comprise thirty-four and
thirty-seven communities respectively in the County that have banded together to
receive federal funds. These monies are used for a variety of community planning/
improvements, housing rehabilitation activities, and economic development programs.

The County’s Office of Economic Development (OED) is charged with implementing
the County’s goal to develop 500 acres of industrial land in five years. The OED
brownfield services works with municipalities and developers, providing technical and
financial support, and facilitation services among environmental agencies and the
project's redevelopment team to develop shovel ready properties. To encourage smart
growth, OED also provides technical assistance and financing for economic
development planning studies.

State Government

Agencies/Departments of Relevance
New York State Historic Preservation Office

In New York the State Historic Preservation Office (located in the NYS Office of Parks,
Recreation, and Historic Preservation) coordinates the Certified Local Government
(CLG) Program. Established by a 1980 amendment to the National Historic Preservation
Act of 1966, the CLG Program is a nationwide initiative that directly links communities’
preservation goals to state and federal preservation programs. This program assists in:

e technical preservation and legal assistance,

o fostering appropriate planning and development,
e awarding grant money designated for CLG projects
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Laws and Regulations Impacting Land Use

Empire Zones

Each of these programs are under jurisdiction of the Empire State Development
Corporation (ESDC) and are administered at the local level through the Buffalo
Economic Renaissance Corporation (BERC).

New York’s Empire Zone program was created to catalyze economic development and
job creation in designated areas across the state. Within Buffalo, several areas are
designated Empire Zones. Currently the Richardson Complex is not in an Empire Zone,
though it is possible through a boundary revision to designate it as such. The support of
City government would be essential to effecting a boundary revision.

The Empire Zone program offers virtually tax-free operation for the first 10 years, with
some benefits continuing through years 11-15. Some benefits are available without
meeting an employment test requirement certification, and others are stipulated upon
certification. There is considerable overlap with the Renewal Community zones
(described below), and companies may receive benefits from both programs. More
information can be found at www.empire.state.ny.us or
www.berc.org/incentiveprograms.php .

The following information regarding benefits which the Empire Zone program offers is
from the BERC website:

Zone Incentives

Qualified Empire Zone Enterprises (QEZEs) are eligible for sales tax exemption,
real property and business tax credits for businesses locating and expanding in
such zones. The purpose of the Empire Zones Program is to give companies
increasing their employment the opportunity to operate on an almost "tax-free"
basis for up to 10 years in designated areas of the State, with additional savings
available on a declining basis in years 11 through 15.

QEZE Sales Tax Exemptions

Qualified Empire Zone Enterprises (QEZESs) are granted a 10-year exemption
from State sales tax on purchases of goods and services (including utility services
and owned vehicles) used predominantly in such zones (effective March 1, 2001).

QEZE Credit for Real Property Taxes

Qualified Empire Zone Enterprises are allowed a refundable credit against their
business tax equal to a percentage of real property taxes paid based upon
increased employment in the zone (effective for taxable years beginning on or
after January 1, 2001).

Real Property Tax Abatement
Empire Zones may offer tax abatements from an increased assessment, with the
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abatement value based on improvements to real property for up to 10 years. This
holds true for up to seven years at 100%, decreasing over the last three years of
the exemption.

QEZE Tax Reduction Credit

Qualified Empire Zone Enterprises are allowed a credit against their tax equal to a
percentage of taxes attributable to the zone enterprise (effective taxable years
beginning on or after January 1, 2001).

Wage Tax Credit (WTC)

Credit is available for up to five consecutive years for companies hiring full-time
employees in newly created jobs. This credit equals $1,500 per year for new hires.
For new hires from targeted special groups, the credit is $3,000 per year, effective
1/1/01.

EZ Investment Tax and Employment Incentives Credit (ITC-EIC)
Businesses that create new jobs and make new investments in production,
property and equipment may qualify for tax credits of up to 19% of the company's
eligible investment.

New Business Refund

Businesses new to New York State are entitled to a 50% cash refund of unused
EZ-WTC and ITC amounts. Other businesses may carry forward unused credits
indefinitely.

Utility Rate Savings

Special reduced electric and gas rates may be available through investor-owned
utilities in New York State. Businesses that locate or expand their operations in an
EZ may receive significantly reduced utility rates.

Zone Capital Credit

A 25% tax credit against personal or corporate income taxes is available for
contributing or purchasing shares in a zone capital corporation; or for a direct
equity investment in a certified zone business; or for contributions to approved
community development projects within an EZ.

Regionally Significant Projects (RSP)
Another crucial incentive program offered by New York State is certification as a
regionally significant project. Such projects would apply for such designation through a

joint qualification process involving sponsorship at the local level (the City and BERC)
and certification at the state level through ESDC.
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There are currently three defined categories of eligible enterprises, and a fourth “other”
category which is currently not finalized, but is expected to be geared towards hospitality
and tourism.

The following are the minimum statewide criteria necessary to be eligible for regionally
significant project status (as taken from ESDC website):

1. Manufacturers creating 50 or more net new jobs to NYS.

A manufacturer is defined as a taxpayer which during the taxable year is
principally engaged in the production of goods by manufacturing, processing,
assembling, refining, mining, extracting, farming, agriculture, horticulture,
floriculture, viticulture, or commercial fishing or a business engaged in
emerging technologies pursuant to section 3102-e of the Public Authorities law.

2. Agri-business, high tech or biotech business making a minimum capital investment
of $10 million and creating twenty or more jobs.

3. Financial or insurance services or distribution center creating 300 or more jobs.

4. Other (possibly geared toward hospitality and tourism).

New York State Historic Preservation Act of 1980

New York's State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) helps communities identify,
evaluate, preserve and revitalize their historic, archeological and cultural resources. The
SHPO administers programs authorized by both the National Historic Preservation Act of
1966 and the New York State Historic Preservation Act of 1980.These programs,
including the Statewide Historic Resources Survey, the New York State and National
Registers of Historic Places, the federal historic rehabilitation tax credit, the Certified
Local Government program, the state historic preservation grants program, state and
federal environmental review, and a wide range of technical assistance, are provided
through a network of teams assigned to territories across the state.

One of those programs administered through the state gives owners of properties listed on
the National Register of Historic Places possible eligibility for a 20% federal income tax
credit for the substantial rehabilitation of historic properties. The final dollar amount is
based on the cost of the rehabilitation; in effect, 20% of the rehab costs will be borne by
the federal government. The work performed (both interior and exterior) must meet the
Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation and be approved by the National
Park Service.

Federal Government
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Laws and Regulations Impacting Land Use

National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) of 1966

Section 106 requires federal agencies to review the effect their actions may have on
heritage resources that are listed on or eligible for the National Register of Historic
Places. Review procedures followed are referred to as “the Section 106 process” and are
set out in the regulations issued by the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation
(36CF800). The regulations emphasize the need for consultation between the federal
agency undertaking the action and the state historic preservation officer. The process is
designed to identify historic properties that are eligible for listing on the National
Register and reduce damage to these sites. Section 106 procedures may also apply to non-
federal (i.e., private) undertakings that are licensed or permitted by a federal agency.

Federal Historic Preservation Tax Incentive Program

Since 1976, the National Park Service has administered the Federal Historic Preservation
Tax Incentive program in partnership with the Internal Revenue Service and with State
Historic Preservation Officers. The Preservation Tax Incentives reward private
investment in rehabilitating historic properties such as offices, rental housing, and retail
stores. Current tax incentives for preservation, established by the Tax Reform Act of
1986 (PL 99-514; Internal Revenue Code Section 47 [formerly Section 48(g)]) include a
20% tax credit for the certified rehabilitation of certified historic structures. For both
credits, the rehabilitation must be a substantial one and must involve a depreciable
building.

Buffalo Lackawanna Renewal Community (RC)

The Richardson Complex site and virtually all of the area surrounding it to the west of
Elmwood Avenue is a federally designated Renewal Community. This designation
provides Federal Tax Incentives which are designed to catalyze businesses to locate or
expand their operations within the Zone and additionally provides benefits based on
employment thresholds of at least 35% of employees residing in the renewal zone. Each
of the benefits listed will remain in effect until December 31, 2009 at which point the
zone designation would need to be renewed.

The incentives include:
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» Credit against Federal Taxes up to $1,500 for each employee who lives in the
RC. This credit is renewable each year and is eligible for every new and existing
employee who lives within the zone.

= Increased Depreciation Deduction for machinery and equipment. This credit
enables a business to as much as $35,000 credit against property such as
equipment and machinery as an increased Section 179 deduction.

= Accelerated Depreciation for revitalization expenses. An annual allocation of
up to $10 million is made available towards a deduction of either one-half of
qualified revitalization expenditures for the first year a building is put into
service, or all qualified revitalization expenditures for 10 years if qualified
revitalization expenditures have been allocated to revitalization of a commercial
building located within a renewal community zone.

= Zero percent capital gains rate for business assets. This benefit is available to
Renewal Community Businesses (which requires qualification) and provides an
exclusion from gross income of qualified capital gain from the sale or exchange
of an asset.

National Environmental Policy Act of 1969

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires federal agencies to integrate
environmental values into their decision making processes by considering the
environmental impacts of their proposed actions and reasonable alternatives to those
actions. The Act establishes national environmental policy and goals for the protection,
maintenance, and enhancement of the environment, and it provides a process for
implementing these goals. The Act also establishes the Council on Environmental
Quality (CEQ). To meet this requirement, federal agencies prepare a detailed statement
known as an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). EPA reviews and comments on
EISs prepared by other federal agencies, maintains a national filing system for all EISs,
and assures that its own actions comply with NEPA.

Niagara Power Project

The federal government approved a new 50 year license for the Niagara Power Project.
This will affect Erie and Niagara counties starting Fall 2007. The Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission approved the relicensing deal unanimously. The relicensing
deal will mean $279 million for Erie Canal Harbor Development Corporation and $3
million a year for recreational projects pertinent to the Niagara River Greenway Plan
(www.niagaragreenway.org).

As it relates to the Richardson redevelopment, the relicensing of the Niagara Power

Project ensures the continuation of an allotment of power known as replacement power.
To be eligible, a business must be located within a 30 mile radius of the Niagara Power
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Project (which the Richardson site is), and must be creating additional jobs either through
expanding existing operations or establishing a new operation. Low-cost power
allocations may not be used to simply replace existing power load. The availability of
this low-cost power helps to keep local businesses economically competitive with other
markets and could help make the Richardson site an attractive option for certain types of
eligible businesses.

Private Sector Involvement

Neighborhood Organizations

Buffalo has a very active network of local block clubs and community organizations
which reflect the diversity and interests of their members. They share a common goal of
improving the quality of life in their neighborhoods.

The Study Area’s neighborhood clubs are too numerous to mention all but a few. A few
of the more significant clubs in the study area are: Allentown Association, Linwood
Preservation District and Friends, Parkside Community Association, and some of the
more active clubs in the area immediately adjacent to the HHR Complex are: Richardson
Towers Community Association, Richmond Neighborhood Community Association,
West Hertel Community Action, Grant-Amherst Block Watchers, Dearborn Street Block
Club, Baynes Block Club, and the Forest District Civic Association.

The Study Area also encompasses a large number of church organizations. Buffalo’s
Network of Religious Communities provides a forum for cooperative ventures between
religious communities and represents eighteen religious denominations and twelve
religious organizations in Western New York.

Community Development Associations

Buffalo also has many community development associations. The major organizations
that intersect the Study Area are:

Good Neighbors’ Planning Alliance (GNPA)

A neighborhood-based planning initiative that functions as part of the City of
Buffalo’s ongoing Comprehensive Plan efforts. It seeks to involve citizens in the
creation of Community-Based Action Plans.

The Good Neighbors’ Planning Alliance is also a community building process,
whereby community members have an official voice in determining the future
direction of their own neighborhoods. It builds off of past planning and visioning
efforts, including the Mayor’s Neighborhood Summits, the vision for tomorrow
process, and other citizen participation efforts.

The four GNPA Planning Communities in the Study Area are: EImwood, West
Side, North Buffalo, and Black Rock/Riverside.
